ZrALOUS FOR CONVERTS AFTER ALL

“Proselytism,” that is, the seeking of converts, especially from the ranks
of Protestantism, Talmudic Judaism and Orthodoxy, has been forbidden
by the conciliar “pontiffs.” Nevertheless, the conciliarists do have a great
zeal to make converts, to conciliarism, that is. Yes, traditionally-minded

But who do you say that I am? Peter saith to Him: Thou art the
Christ, the Son of the living God.

At once the Heart of Jesus responded. All these months He had
looked for this moment and it had come at last; one man had been
found who would own Him for what He was. With all his faults
and impetuosites and reactions, in faith Simon had never yet failed.
Step by step as month succeeded month, he had gone forward and
with each step he had been given further light. True, he was still
only Simon, human, over-zealous, imprudent, rash and then timid
Simon. He would yet fail in many ways; he would need all the grace
that the prayer of Jesus Himself could gain for him; yet was he
faichful in his heart. He had trusted Jesus utterly; utterly, whatever
the results, Jesus would trust him. In generosity Jesus would not be
outdone. The reward to Simon is overwhelming, so overwhelming
that even to this day wise and prudent men will not credit it;
nonetheless, to one who understands even a little of the lavish
outpouring of the Heart of Jesus Christ, it is a reward that is only
consistent with the gift of Christ, it is a reward that is only
consistent with the gift of Bethlehem, the gift of the Cenacle, the
gift of Calvary, the gift of Pentecost:

And Jesus, answering, said to him: Blessed art thou Simon Bar-
Jona because flesh and blood hath not revealed it to thee but my Father
who is in heaven. And I say to thee that thou art Peter and upon this
rock 1 will build My Church and the gates of hell shall not prevail
against 1t. And I will give to thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven. ..

A carpenter of Nazareth, hiding from the Law, in a pagan
district which knew nothing of Him, at a time when His work
seemed most to have failed, says this to a fisherman of Bethsaida,
a man particularly prone to spoil good work begun by his
imprudence and impetuosity. Either that carpenter of Nazareth
was a wild enthusiast, or He was what Simon had declared Him.

ST. JOHN’s NIGHT
(from: The Collected Poems of Thomas Merton)

Now where the hills of Languedoc are blue with vineyards
Swimming to the brows of the low ridges brown as shells,
A thousand villages begin to name your night with fires.

The flames that wake as wide as faith,
Opening their fierce and innocent eyes from hill to hill
In the midsummer nightfall,

Burn at the ageless cross-roads these their
Pagan and converted fires.

And the dark shocks of the fair summer’s harvest
Rise up in the deep fields
Where for two thousand years, St. John,
Your fires are young among us;
They cry there, loud as was your desert testimony,
Out by the grey olive groves,
Out at the crossing of the vineyard roads
Where once the wheat sheaves wept with blood
In warning to the sickles of the Manichees.

And in our hearts, here in another nation
Is made your deep midsummer night.
It is a night of other fires,
Wherein all thoughts, all wreckage of the noisy world

Swim out of ken like leaves, or smoke upon the pools of wind.

O, listen to that darkrtess,
Listen to that deep darkness,

Listen to those seas of darkness on whose shores we stand and die.
Now can we have you, peace, now can we sleep in Your will,
sweet God of peace?

Now can we have Your Word and in Him rest?

Prophet and hermit, great John-Baptist,
You who have brought us to the door-sill of your wilderness,
You who have won for us
The first faint savor of the world’s desertion:
When shall we have to eat the things that we have barely tasted?
When shall we have your own vast lonelinesss
holy honeycomb?

You hold in your two hands, lo! more than Baptism:
The fruits and the three virtues and the seven presents.
We wait upon your intercession:

Or die we without mercy on the rim of those
impossible shores?

Kindle, kindle in this wilderness
The tracks of those wonderful fires:
Clean us and lead us in the new night, with the power of Elias
And find us out the summits of the love and prayer
That Wisdom wants of us, O Bridegroom’s Friend!

And take us to the secret tents,
The sacred, unimaginable tabernacles
Burning upon the hills of our desire!

The feast kept on June 24th in honor of St. John the
Baptist commemorates his birth, for according to the teaching
of theologians, it is possible that he was delivered from original
sin while still in his mother’s womb (Zuke 1, 15). But this is not
the only reason why the Church keeps his birthday with more
solemnity than the day of his martyrdom (August 29th): the
birth of the Forerunner was the immediate preparation for the
coming of that Greater One who followed after.

All the titles which holy Scripture and the Church have
given to John bring out the mysterious relationship between
this solitary man and Christ. He is the Baptist, because the
Lord went down into the waters of the Jordan to receive
baptism at his hand; he is the Forerunner, because he
disappears when that other comes for whom the nations long;
he is the Bridegroom’s Friend (John 3, 29), who knows his
mysteries but remains in the background. Zachary, his father,
calls him the Prophet of the Most High, the last prophet of
the Old Testament. He is the angel whom God sends before
hand to prepare the way (Luke, 7, 27); the voice of one crying
in the wilderness, the last voice before Christ to utter the
mysteries of God. It is he who proclaims that last and greatest
prophecy concerning the Messias: “He is here in your midst.”

Already the angel had told Zachary that the birth of his
son would cause many hearts to rejoice (Luke 1, 14). And day
by day, repeating Zachary’s hymn, the Church for her part
commemorates the birth of this predistinate solitary, this
ambassador of penitence, concerning whom Christ Himself
spoke these remarkable words: “God has raised up no greater
son of woman than John the Baptist” (Maz. 11, 11).

Everything relating to him is great and wonderful; his
conception, his birth, his humility; his penitent life, his boldness
in speaking the truth and proclaiming the greatness of Jesus
Christ, the praises which he received from the Son of God, his
imprisonment, and his death. v

It is our duty to imitate his mortified and penitent life,
and, like him, to confess the faith of Jesus Christ, even at the
peril of our life, and to bear witness of Him and his Gospel
upon all occasions, remembering that Jesus Christ will be
ashamed before His Father of those who shall have been
ashamed of Him, and of the precepts of the Gospel.

Beg of God to grant you the spirit of St. John. Prepare
ways worthy of Jesus Christ, that you may be able to walk,

during the whole of your life, in justice and in holiness.
