I think it’s been a pretty good week here in
West Chester. Most of our First Communicants are
ready and I'm confident that the rest soon will be. Fr.
Lehtoranta tested them last week. This time each
year is such a sweet time as we (parents, teachers, and
clergy) do our part to prepare the way, St. John the
Baptist-like, for Our Lord, Innocence itself, to enter
into the innocent of heart. Don’t you wish you could
go back to your first Communion Day and do it all
over again? Ah! That’s a bit of a trick question. We
should not look backwards with vain wishes, but look
forward with a courageous heart and lots of good will.
You get to receive Our Lord each day, if you choose.
Let our children’s First Communions renew your fer-
vor, and pray for those who have lost their love for
the Eucharistic King and who have not yet made their
Easter Duty.

Congratulations to John and Julie (Hudson)
Brueggemann on their wedding yesterday. Fr.
